Saint Christopher worked in the fields until he was 19.  He was ordained 

in September 1899 and was appointed chaplain and vice principal of a 

school of arts and trades in Guadalajara.  He organized catechism 

centers and schools for those of living in the countryside. He built a dam 

to help in irrigation, founded homes for orphans and small plots of land 

to help the poor. He worked in the Parish of Totalice for 17 years before 

he was shot on May 21st1927 on the way to celebrate Mass. Before he 

was shot, he said,  "I am innocent, and I die innocent; I forgive the 

authors of my death from my heart and I ask God that my blood would 

serve to bring peace to divided Mexicans."  
 

Beatified on November 22nd 1992 and canonized by Pope St John Paul II 

on May 21st 2000.

St Rita of Cassia, Religious (1381 – 22 May 1457) 

patron saint of Lost and impossible causes, sickness, wounds, 

marital problems, abuse, mothers
