St Columba, Pray for us 

 

Saint Ephraim by a flood of tears you made the desert fertile, and your 

longing for God brought forth fruits in abundance. By the radiance of 

miracles you illumined the whole universe! Saint Ephraim, pray to Christ 

God to save our souls! 

 

St Columba (7 December 521 – 9 June 597) was an Irish monk, 

missionary, and founder of the monastery on Iona. Exiled from Ireland, 

he brought the Gospel to the Picts of Scotland and established Iona as a 

great centre of prayer, learning, and evangelisation. Revered as one of 

the principal saints of the Celtic Church, he remains a model of 

missionary zeal. 

St Ephraim the Syrian (c. 306 – 9 June 373) was a deacon, theologian, 

and hymn writer of the early Church. Living in Nisibis and later Edessa, 

he defended the faith through biblical commentaries, poetry, and hymns. 

Known as the “Harp of the Holy Spirit,” he was declared a Doctor of the 

Church in 1920 and is honoured in both East and West.

St Barnabas, Pray for us 

 

St Barnabas was one of the earliest Christian disciples and a close 

companion of St Paul. A native of Cyprus, he is named in the Acts of the 

Apostles as a generous and encouraging witness to the Gospel. He 

helped introduce Paul to the Church and shared in missionary journeys 

throughout the Mediterranean. Tradition holds that he was martyred at 

Salamis in Cyprus around AD 61.

Rooted in 

Scripture and enriched by the revelations to St Margaret Mary Alacoque (1647–

1690), the feast invites us to contemplate the depth of God's mercy and 

compassion. It calls us to trust in Christ’s love, respond with gratitude and 

reparation, and allow our hearts to be transformed by His Sacred Heart.
